Prioritizing Electronic public 
transport like E-Bus, EV Charger 
infrastructure, and technology 
would be established. The youth 
isn’t left behind as the existing 
Startup India Seed Fund

Scheme and Startup Credit 
Guarantee Scheme is an aim 
to be achieved by BJP after the 
formation of their government. 
Similarly, with more such 
agendas the BJP party is heavy 
on proving that they would 
be eligible once again as the 
Nation’s ruling Government. In 
addition, to this time’s election, 
The opposition also has released 
a tough strife against them.

The Enforcement Directorate

kickbacks from the particular 
group of individuals which 
were named as the south group .

This case has its roots from 
the incidence when the 
Delhi Chief secretary Naresh 
Kumar presented a report to 
Delhi Lieutenant Governor 
Vinai Kumar Saxena in July 
2022 highlighting purported 
procedural deficiencies in the 
development of Delhi Liquor 
Excise Policy .

The report which was presented 
by the Delhi Secretary basically 
Stated that unilateral and 
arbitrary decisions taken by 
the Sisodia as a excise minister 
which ultimately resulted 
in the financial loss to the 
exchequer estimated at more 
than Rs 580 Crore . This report 
was transferred to the CBI and 
as a result of which Sisodia 
was arrested . While Delhi CM 
Arvind Kejriwal name was not 
mentioned in the FIR Filed by the 
Central Bureau of Investigation 
in the Delhi Excise Policy Case , 
his name was firstly mentioned 
in the chargesheet filed by the 
Enforcement Directorate . In 
the chargesheet filed by the 
Enforcement Directorate the 
agency claimed that he allegedly 
had a conversation with one 
of the main accused Sameer 
Mahendru in a video call and 
asked him to continue the scam 
proceedings with co-accused 
and AAP communication 
incharge Vijay Nair.

will transform UP.” while jibing 
at PM Modi. He slammed PM 
Modi’s previous remark that 
Rahul Gandhi and Akhilesh 
Yadav are the two rejected 
princes from Uttar Pradesh. He 
said that if the BJP got a special 
majority in the parliament 
then they would change the 
constitution which will affect 
our coming generations. “ We 
need to make sure that the 
future of the coming generation 
will be in safe hands”. He later 
added.

Rahul Gandhi accused PM 
Modi during his address of 
helping a few industrialists 
and neglecting the weaker 
section of society during 
his tenure. He raised the 
voice against issues like 
unemployment, handing over 
the wealth of the nation to few 
people, and many more.

He said that they will bring 
a new scheme for youth to 
provide them jobs named “First 
job confirmed” in which they 
will get training in government 
and private offices along with 
the 1 lakh rupees. “We will 
fulfill the 30 lakh vacant posts in 
the government sector after the 
election if they come to power. 

We will provide these vacant 
posts to the youth of the nation”, 
he said.

Rahul Gandhi promised the 
nation to scrap the Agniveer 
scheme, increase the MNREGA 
wages, double the income of 
Anganwadi workers, and form 
a commission to study the needs 
of farmers and to form schemes 
for the farmers.

He also promised that if the 
INDIA bloc will form the next 
government then they will 
implement the Mahalaxmi 
Scheme in which they will 
provide 1 lakh rupees annually 
to women of poor families.

The battle of Amroha is between 
the BJP candidate Kanwar Singh 
and Danish Ali allotted by the 
Congress party. He had won the 
election in 2019 on a BSP ticket. 
He recently joined the Congress 
party as he was expelled from 
BSP. contd on page 2.......

These groups, in turn, 
launched a barrage of rockets 
into Israel territory, prompting a 
swift and forceful response from 
the Israeli military. Airstrikes 
were conducted with ruthless 
precision as they targeted 
numerous Hamas installations. 

At the same time, there are 
multiple obstacles to any 
diplomatic resolution to ease 
the fierce situation. The United 
Nations and regional partners 
have urged to stop hostilities 
and resume negotiations as soon 
as possible. Nevertheless, it

seems that it would take a lot of 
effort to secure the peace in such 
a conflict with such a historical, 
demographic, political, and 
cultural background. Moreover, 
both Iran and Israel have a 

rational basis to respond as they 
do. Iran targets its domestic and 
foreign policy to the Levant as 
one of the ways to resist Israel, 
and Israel justifies its actions 
by the necessity to defend their 
citizens from the terrorist attacks 
and protect their sovereignty. 
Finally, the world community 
has been highly concerned about 
the humanitarian situation 
for quite a long time. In this 
tense and volatile atmosphere, 

the world watches with bated 
breath, hoping for a swift 
resolution that avoids further 
bloodshed and paves the way 
for lasting peace in the Middle 
East. However, the path to peace 

remains uncertain, with deep-
rooted grievances and complex 
geopolitical dynamics at play.

As the situation continues 
to evolve, one thing remains 
clear, the need for a concerted 
international effort to address 
the underlying causes of the 
conflict and work towards a 
sustainable and just solution for 
all parties involved. Until then, 
the region remains on edge, 
with the specter of war looming 
large.

membership of the United 
Nations Security Council as 

the world has a feeling that 
India must get this position. 
He also stated that our country 
is working hard to attain a 
permanent seat in the UN 
Security Council.

India’s UNSC Claim and Plan

India is demanding reform in the 
UNSC to meet the expectations 
of the present time. Last month, 

India wants immediate reform in  
UNSC, America supports after  

Musk backs India’s demand
on behalf of the G4 nations of 
Brazil, Japan, Germany, and 
itself proposed a model to make 
the reforms in the UN Security 
Council. This model proposes to 
increase the membership from 
15 to 25-26 nations by adding six 
permanent members and five 
non-permanent members.

Tesla CEO advocated India’s 
inclusion in the UNSC

Earlier this year, the CEO of 
Tesla Elon Musk supported 

India’s inclusion in the UNSC. 
He said that the current structure 
of the UNSC does not represent 
the world’s most populous 
nation. “At some point, we 
need to make changes in every 
organization to meet the reality. 
Similarly, the UN also needs to 
be restructured”, He added. US 
Supports after Musk Backed 
India

After Elon backed India, 
Washington supported India’s 
stand that the UNSC needs 
immediate reforms as it does 
not meet with today’s reality. 
A top US diplomat of the Biden 
administration stated that 
they support the model of G4 
nations to be the permanent 
members of the UN’s top 
organ. US Ambassador to the 
United Nations, Linda Thomas-
Greenfield, during the speech in 

Tokyo, said that 
“Previously the 
US, Russia, and 
China agreed on 
one thing and that 
was they don’t 
want any changes 
in the UNSC but 
later in 2021 US 
pulled out of that 
and agreed to 
make changes in 
UNSC”.

“We have made it clear that we 
support the so-called model 
of G4 nations to become the 
permanent members of UNSC. 
We also think that the UNSC 
of 70 years ago does not reflect 
the current reality as the African 
and Latin Americans don’t have 
a permanent seat in UNSC”, she 
said.
